	At The Blandford School, we aim to develop young people who are adept at thinking for themselves: who can both communicate effectively, and gain a sharp insight into what is being communicated to them. This begins with giving students a grasp of the fundamentals of the English language – its rules and how they are applied. More importantly, however, we believe in enabling students to apply those fundamentals creatively in a range of contexts. We offer students the opportunity to read a wide range of texts: both fiction and non-fiction, traditional and modern. Ultimately, we want students to read for pleasure and with a critical eye, to enhance their understanding of the world around them. 





Lower Years
	How we assess your child’s progress in the lower years:
Students are assessed formatively at the start of each lesson to determine their understanding of spelling, punctuation, and grammar rules, so that gaps in their knowledge can be filled. Throughout lessons, their understanding of previous learning, and the learning taking place in that lesson is also measured. Once per fortnight, students have a Writing Resilience lesson where they write for an extended period of time. Teachers gauge the performance of the class to inform teaching in the next Writing Resilience session. Students also complete six summative assessments in a year – testing reading and writing three times each. These assessments are used to inform the progress measures reported to parents. In Year 7 and the first half of Year 8, students’ reading ability is tested via comprehension and a short piece of analysis; from the second half of Year 8 onwards, students are tested on their ability to write essays.

This unit teaches students to identify points of view in writing, and to identify a range of different non-fiction forms and their conventions. They will look at how the same information can be presented differently based upon point of view and form.

2. Reading
Students revisit reading skills from the first term. This time, there is an explicit emphasis on approaching metaphors and symbols in a text.

3. Writing:
Students must be taught the basic components of a story: setting, character, plot (exposition, complication, climax). Students must also be taught about different ways stories can begin (with exposition, in media res, with dialogue). + 6 specific sentences types from the writing resilience booklet must be taught.

	1. Reading:
The rationale is to teach students the core mechanics of poetry. Students will be taught what syllables are, and the basics of rhythm and how this contributes to meaning. They will also be taught about the role voice/persona play in poetry. Poetic imagery and language will be covered with close attention to metaphor, and how students can infer meaning from this.

2. Reading:
The rationale for this unit is to give students a grounding in Shakespeare. Students must be taught the historical context of Shakespeare’s life, and the theatre at the time. They should also be given some grounding in how language changes over time, with explicit reference made to syntax. The key differences between comedy and tragedy must be covered. Students must learn to track the plot of Shakespeare plays (when performed in their original language). The study of the play is centred on understanding plot and interpreting key themes.

	1. Needle

	1. Reading: 
The purpose of this unit is to consolidate reading skills from Year 7. Students will practice their skills of making inferences and using quotations to support ideas. The new focus of this unit is to get students to begin to interpret. Students must evaluate how they feel about certain actions which characters take in the book. To access this, students need a grounding in characterization and the psychology of characters. We will teach students about character motivation and how this can drive action in a book. Students will wrestle with whether they feel that the motivation of a character is reasonable and justifies their actions – and start to consider what the writer’s message is. To aid with this, students also must be taught about unreliable narrators.
This unit is designed to act as the final bridge before students are ready to answer essay questions. Their evaluations will always be about a given, set moment in a text. However, students will be taught to bring in their understanding of a text as a whole to help justify their interpretations. For this, they will be taught about referencing and paraphrasing – on top of the knowledge of quotations which they already possess. This is also the unit, now they are in Year 8, where we want to explicitly teach integrating quotes.
The book has also been chosen for its thematic merits. It deals with issues of personal responsibility in a complex way. Part of the focus of this unit is to get students to develop their knowledge of ideas about individualism and personal responsibility. The start of the unit will deal with this and getting students to give their own opinions grounded in what they read. This will start with a quick study of The Ones Who Walk Away From Omelas, by Ursula Le Guin. Work on this story should be to reintroduce key reading concepts from Year 7 (inference, quotation, explanation) and lead to evaluative discussion work to build confidence and prepare students with the skills they will need later in the unit.

	1.Reading:
The purpose of this unit is to introduce essay skills, and develop independent thought. Students should regularly be asked to make their own minds up about characters, and themes in Lark. This can be done through the big questions. They should be taught about looking for patterns in a text, dealing with different kinds of evidence – both quotes, moments, structural details, and broad methods. This scheme is where we will start explicitly using and teaching ideas about theme and symbolism.
We want to give students an introduction to essay writing in this unit, although we need not cover introductions or theses. Instead, the focus is on generating ideas, selecting evidence, and explanation. Students should learn how to develop analytical paragraphs: making a point about the presentation of something, using quotations to prove this and analysing. This builds on Year 7 as their ideas are no longer being gathered just from brief extracts, but from across a whole text. As such, students are expected to give more ideas.

3.Writing:
6 specific sentence types from the writing resilience booklet must be taught.
This unit is primarily focused on writing. We want students to understand how to write engagingly and entertainingly. They need to be taught about the speech form in particular. They should revisit discursive techniques: examples, anecdote, rhetorical questions, hyperbole, emotive language. However, this year they are not just trying to create a structured argument, but to entertain too.
	1.Desert Island Writing
Students will read a range of extracts about strandings and disasters as part of a unit which allows them to develop this

	1.Writing: The writing parts of the unit should have a heavy emphasis on point of view and sensory details and how these can bring a sense of roundness to a narrative. The skills set out in the Year 7 narrative unit should be built upon adding these elements. Students should learn some of the more complex aspects of narrative writing that were not dealt with so much in Year 7, rather than simply focusing on character, plot, description and the art of showing, not telling. The following skills are outlined: how to select a perspective, how to create mood, how to use extended metaphors in writing, how to control pace.  + 6 specific sentences types from the writing resilience booklet must be taught.

2.Reading: 
With the poetry, students should revisit ideas about form, rhythm, structure and metaphorical language from Year 7. However, elements of comparison and theme should be introduced and studied.
The second half of this unit on Journey’s End is designed to mop up any skills that students need. Essay skills analysing character can be re-visited, along with the devising of thesis statements. Particular focus should be given to the dramatic form, teaching students about character motivation and conflict in detail.

	Reading: 
The rationale behind this unit is to give students a grounding in the conventions of tragedy in preparation for GCSE. Students will know what constitutes a tragedy and what makes a tragic character, with an understanding of  catharsis, hubris, anagnorisis, hamartia and peripeteia. Students will develop their ability of understanding 19th Century texts with an understanding of complex, longer sentence structures. Most importantly, this unit should focus on teaching students to write a whole and complete essay, which starts with a broad thesis and uses a range of points to prove this. We will revisit how to select evidence, with a greater emphasis on engaging with textual moments and structuring points around these.

Reading: 
By the end of this unit, we want students to be able to understand that there are different text types in non-fiction: letter, open letter, article, speech, diary/memoir. We want students to be able to understand that non-fiction texts are written with a specific audience, purpose in mind and for students to identify and consider these things. We want students to be used to the idea of looking out for point of view in a text (even if it is not obvious) and to be able to identify this. We want students to consider the overall style of a text and patterns of language used to convey a view point. We want students to be able to compare view points.

Writing:
We want students to build on their previously learnt skills of constructing a coherent point of view on a subject. We want to improve students’ ability to argue by teaching them the key rhetorical concepts to apply to their arguments: pathos, ethos, logos, cosmos. We also want students to have some understand of a range of public debates surrounding crime to broaden cultural knowledge. + Cover 6 specific sentence types from the writing resilience booklet.

2.
Reading:
Primarily, this unit should build upon the essay skills delivered during study of Tess of the D’Urbervilles. There are no formal new objectives for essay skills. Students should be given an opportunity to cement the skills they have gained and teachers must consider, by reflecting on the previous essay, what specific areas of weakness their class should be improving. As well as this, the unit is designed to give students an understanding of character development and the existence of the redemption arc in literature.
	1. Detective Fiction
Students study The Speckled Band by Arthur Conan Doyle with a focus on the component parts of writing a detective story – something which they replicate in their own writing.

	1. Writing
Students learn to write to a set genre, incorporating different generic features into a passage of writing. Work on all sentence types from earlier in the Key Stage is revisited.

2.
Reading:
By the end of this unit, we want students to understand that literature is reliant on tension/suspense. Students should know the difference between these two terms, and be conscious that the terms do not just apply to mystery and horror texts, but are at play across all genres (whenever the reader is left waiting). Primarily, this unit is designed to teach students how to approach questions in Language Paper 1. Students will understand how to select quotations and analyse language. They will understand how to track the shifting tension in a text and writer’s focus in order to answer structure questions. Students will begin to understand how to critically evaluate the effect of the text; however, at this level, we will teach students to approach this just as a language question with an emphasis on quote analysis.

Writing:
After each extract, students will be encouraged to parrot the style of the extract explored. Students will build upon Year 7 and 8 work with narrative, but will be more directly working to develop their skills in creating tension and suspense. The emphasis will be on students setting up tension early on and building towards a reveal. + Cover 6 specific sentence types from the writing resilience booklet.

3.
1.	We want to ensure that students go into Year 10 with some knowledge of theses texts. This should mean that students can make links and spot patterns and themes when we revisit and re-read the texts in Year 10.
2.	This will mean that we are reading the texts through twice with all students, helping to combat the forgetting curve. This is most likely to benefit our most vulnerable students in particular.
3.	We want students to enjoy and feel enthusiastic about the texts we study for GCSE. First encountering the texts in low stakes, fun way should enable this.
4.	This will reduce workload for us. During a busy period of marking at the end of the year, these 4 weeks will require little to no planning (aside from keeping track of the plot) and will produce no extra marking.

How we assess your child’s progress in Key Stage 4:
At the end of the GCSE, students sit two exam papers for English Language and two exam papers for English Literature. They also complete a Spoken Language Endorsement Exam.

Throughout this Key Stage, students are assessed formatively at the start of each lesson to determine their understanding of previous learning, so that gaps in their knowledge can be filled. The learning taking place in that lesson is also measured throughout the hour. Once per fortnight, students have a Writing Resilience lesson where they write for an extended period of time. Teachers gauge the performance of the class to inform teaching in the next Writing Resilience session. Across the two years, students sit at least one summative in-class assessment of each component of the GCSE. In Year 10, students sit a Language Paper 1 PPE and a hybrid Literature PPE (covering An Inspector Calls and A Christmas Carol). In Year 11, students sit Language Paper 1 and 2 PPEs in November; they sit Literature Paper 1 and 2 PPEs in February.

How we assess your child’s progress in Key Stage 5:
At the end of the course, students sit two exam papers. They also complete an NEA (coursework) study comparing a piece of fiction and non-fiction.

Throughout the course, students are assessed formatively at the start of each lesson to determine their understanding of previous learning, so that gaps in their knowledge can be filled. The learning taking place in that lesson is also measured throughout the hour. Across the two years, students sit at least one summative in-class assessment of each component of the A Level. In Year 12, students sit a Paper 1 PPE. In Year 13, students sit a Paper 1 and Paper 2 PPE.
