· Some units are externally examined by OCR. These written exam units test knowledge and understanding of key theory, legislation, anatomy & physiology, health & safety, equality & diversity etc
· Other units are internally assessed (coursework / practical assignments / projects) by your teachers, then moderated by OCR. These often involve applying learning to case studies, producing reports, planning and evaluating care, etc.  
· Learners must complete both types of units to meet the total guided learning hours and credit requirements for the Diploma.  
· The qualification is graded and carries UCAS points equivalent to two A Levels. It provides a solid pathway to higher education or into health and social care roles.
