	Subject statement:  The Spanish curriculum will provide a solid basis of language learning and cultural awareness for all students while developing the skills and knowledge needed for success at GCSE and A Level for those students who choose to continue past key stage 3. In their spanish lessons students will develop their listening, reading, speaking and writing skills alongside detailed study of the grammatical building blocks of the language. As well as developing their language skills students will learn about the culture and traditions of Spanish speaking countries and this will give them a global outlook and a new perpective on their place in the world.
